BLANTYRE SYNOD RADIO 

BLANTYRE SYNOD RADIO is a national media Broadcasting Station situated at the headquarters 

of the Church of Central Africa Presbyterian (CCAP) in Blantyre and is popularly known on air 

as Blantyre Synod Radio (BSR).  

CCAP has a listenership exceeding 4 million comprising both adults and youths, of which most 

listen to BSR amongst other media houses.   

As a national broadcasting religious house, covers the whole Malawi using main transmitter of 

2Kw situated at Mpingwe Hills in Blantyre and transmitting frequencies of 91.10MHZ southern 

Region, 100.3MHZ Central Region, 88.6 MHZ Eastern Region and 103.5MHZ Northern Region.  

According to MACRA’s census of 2014, national listenership was at 15.4%.  

Now that the radio station has transmitters in the Central and Northern region, listenership 

has tremendously increased as evidenced by phone calls received from all corners of the 

country and neighbouring countries.  

Blantyre Synod Radio (BSR) is a registered Christian Media House that offers professional 

Christian based radio services program contents to people from all walks of life.  

Blantyre Synod Radio was registered with the Government of Malawi in 2014 under 

registration number CERTIFICATE OF INCORPORATION NO 10479 duly done on 20th April 2010 

and Malawi Revenue Authority (MRA) TPIN 20128138.  

The organization has been in operation since 2014.
